WINDSCREEN, NOT Sidescreen 

Some 24 years ago I bought my TR. It came with what I thought was an original toughened 
glass windscreen. I needed a new laminated screen, so I presented to Ralph Moore at 
Mascot. He took $325 and shook my hand. 

Many years went by until I was driving to Wagga, (on the speed limit) when a tradie in his 
pickup arrived behind me. Obviously irritated he swerved past me and back in quickly 
throwing up stones. I presented to O’Briens who fix small chips and was told, “This is an old 
bit of damage and is too big to fix””. I told him that “less than an hour is not old and it couldn’t 
be any smaller”. I left. 

A couple of years went by and I decided to have a new screen fitted. I presented to O’Briens 
Sydney. The conversation went something like this: 

“Sir, this is an old art and I doubt that we can do it.”  

“Let me help you. You stick rubber tape at about 6 spots around the glass so it won’t 
touch metal, fill the channel with Butyl Mastic, insert the glass, wipe off the excess with 
kerosine, leave it for a day and bolt it onto the car”. 

I presented the car but the boss came out.  

“You can’t use butyl mastic, it doesn’t set, you need silicone”.  

“No but it skins and will ultimately set”. He refused.  

“Do it your way”. The next day I went to pick the car up. The job was a mess. I called 
the boss who agreed that it was a mess. I advised him to have the guys working 
quickly to clean up the excess before it set. He actually did it! All good. 

Several years passed and on the way to Hahndorf the screen cracked and remains that way. 
It will be fixed. 

Meanwhile while clearing up my yard, I found the old windscreen. Perhaps I could use it? I 
checked for markings - there were none. I then noticed that it was perfectly flat, no slight 
curve. You guessed, it is a piece of standard window glass (float). There’s a problem there. If 
you hit a piece of standard window glass it goes into long slivers and will slash you to 
ribbons. Toughened glass will shatter into a million blunt pieces as you pass through. 
Laminated glass will crack when you hit it but won’t give way. For that reason, you really, 
legally shouldn’t have a laminated windscreen without seatbelts. Now you know.

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ONE RACEWAY HISTORIC SUMMER Spectacular 

This race meeting was announced with fairly short notice after HSRCA decided not to conduct 
their usual meeting at this time of the year in Goulburn. However, even with short notice, there 
were 81 entrants - there may possibly have been more if the decision to split Group S Sports 
Cars into two grids, faster and slower, had been announced earlier. Group N, Formula V and 
Formula Ford, as well as Classic Cars and Invited Super Sprint made up the rest of the meeting. 

This event was unique in that Saturday would be the Wakefield (clockwise) Circuit, and Sunday 
would be the Shelley (counter clockwise) Circuit.  

The new Wakefield circuit is different from the old version - especially the turns onto and off the 
straight. To think of the Shelley Circuit as being the Wakefield Circuit backwards is a grave 
mistake. 

Three Triumphs entered: my Triumph TR3A, Stephen Brankstone in the ex-Glen Coutinho TR6 
running with the Group S “Mosquito” (slower) grid, and Paul Burke in a TR7 V8, running with the 
Classic Car grid. 

The weather was typical of Goulburn - 36 degrees Friday (Private Practice) and Saturday, (track 
temp 58 degrees!). It bucketed down on Saturday night and Sunday morning.  

Unfortunately Stephen had a problem on Friday with, I believe, his harmonic dampener, and 
missed the rest of the weekend. (Glen and Sue Coutinho visited the track on Saturday, and I 
warned Glen of a possible warranty claim!) 

So I was the only Triumph racing in Group S, and as I was not aware that I would be asked to 
write this report, I can’t report on Paul Burke’s TR7 V8.  Reviewing the results though, Paul 
seemed to have a successful weekend. 

So this report is really all about me! In spite of the heat, the car went well. In particular, there 
were no overheating problems, and, as is becoming more apparent, faster than the driver. The 
last race I stuck with a Porsche 911, an Alpha Romeo, and an MG Midget. I could not get past 
them, but was happy to not be left behind in the oldest car in the race. 

Sunday dawned very wet, adding to the challenge of the unfamiliar Shelley Circuit. 

I thought I should fit my “wets” (actually Continental radials, 185x65x15). They are fantastic in the 
wet, and by the way, got me onto P7 after practice at Winton a couple of years ago. So I went 
around the car cracking all the wheel nuts, then jacked up the right side, and fitted the “wets” on 
the right side. 

I looked out the garage door and after checking the radar, decided the rain would be stopped by 
the time of my first race. I went about removing said “wets” and re-fitting Hoosier Speedsters, 
and tightened the wheel nuts on the RIGHT side of the car. (Can you see where this is going?) 

The first race was wet, not very fast, and I had a bad vibration and thought I must have flat 
spotted a tyre - not a very exciting race. Back in the pits, checked, no obvious flat spot. 

The next race was “damp”, and the vibration became so bad, I pulled off on the first lap and 
watched the race. When it finished, I set off to drive back to my garage, and the left front wheel 
fell off, the last of four wheel nuts lying on the grass beside it. Very embarrassing, and worst of 
all, no one to blame except myself! 

The  left rear was about to leave the car as well, but still had four nuts on. 

The last race on Sunday was run by pinching one nut from each wheel, and racing with three 
nuts on each wheel. 

A welcome improvement to the new circuit was correction of the drainage problems that used to 
cause water to run across the track for days after the rain had stopped. 

All in all, and despite the weather and wheel falling off, a very enjoyable race meeting.

Phillip Island Circuit - the best raceway in Australia  -certainly justified its reputation this year.  

Perfect weather for old cars and older men at 22 to 24 degrees. Private practice on Friday, 
as always, uncovered a few gremlins. This time a vibration from the front of the car at speed 
(130 mph down the straight!), and an overdrive that worked sometimes.  

The essential overdrive 
Overdrive is essential in my car as I have a low 3rd gera which gives a “close ratio” to 2nd 
gear, and, more importantly, a ratio that falls perfectly between 3rd and top gear. (As you all 
know, 3rd o/d is so close to top gear, that’s a waste of time.) As well, the 3rd gear ratio is low 
enough to mean that I only use 2nd gear off the mark, and, very occasionally, in a tight 
bunch in a slow corner. Most races are 3rd, 3rd o/d, 4th, and 4th o/d,—which means you 
don’t have to “cross the gate” which can be a problem in the heat of the moment.  

Wheel balance was checked, no “flat spots”, when bearings okay, a few bolts in the front 
suspension tightened a little. No real explanation found really, but problem solved. Next, the 
overdrive. Suddenly it occurred to me that the 66 year old switch could have passed its use 
by date. I bridged the switch, “click, click “ from the solenoid. Recurring problem identified.  

A simple toggle switch connected, but the toggle was too short to find in a hurry by feel. So a 
short piece of brake tubing fitted over the toggle solved the problem. As soon as the car went 
up on the jack, TR drivers appeared out of nowhere to offer advice and help which was much 
appreciated.  

New tyres 
I fitted a new set of Hoosier Speedster tyres ($2000!) going up a size from 185x65 to 205x60 
and they were simply amazing. They has great adhesion, gave plenty of warning if they were 
going to let go and were extremely “tuneable” by adjusting hot pressures to dial in overseer 
or understeer.  

On Saturday I qualified P 42 in a huge grid of 60, but my time of 2.04 was a bit disappointing, 
having a previous best of 2.00. Over the next 3 races I improved my time to 2.01 and moved 
to P 32 on the grid. Unfortunately, there were only 2two other Group Sa cars (pre 1960):  

• a Bugeye Sprite and  
• an Healy 3000 

Close racing 
My only real opposition was Patrick Townsend in the Healy, but he unfortunately had 
carburettor problems for most of the weekend, and I really didn’t get a good opportunity to 
race with him. Nevertheless I had great racing with Sb and Sc Sprites, Midgets, MGB, Alfas 
and a Porsche 911. Six of us recording 2.01 -  close racing!  

After the initial issues, the car went beautifully all weekend, and was a delight to drive with 
lots of power (148 RWHP), and finally, reliable.  

A great meeting is one where you drive your 
car onto the trailer at the end of the event. All 
credit to VHRR for their conduct of the event 
and ensuring perfect weather. The car 
featured in the program with a brief history 
and pics of it racing now and as it was when I 
bought it from Bruce Tompson in 1971 racing 
at Warwick Farm.

Rowan Burns and John McCormack Jnr have 
brought a fresh perspective to committee meetings, 
and the club is in a better position for their 
involvement.   

There are over 300 members. Surely there must be someone who can take one of the roles. 
Think about it!   

The Editor’s Award 
An interesting award that somehow has not been given the recognition it deserves is the 
Editor’s Award. It is awarded to the member chosen by the Editor each year as someone 
who has made significant contributions to Sidescreen magazine. The award is announced 
and presented at the Concours Presentation Dinner.  

Given the importance of the award, remembering that without members’ contributions there 
wouldn’t be a magazine, it is puzzling why records haven’t been kept of the winners.

Planning for the 50
th
 Anniversary Concours in Orange is ploughing full steam ahead.  

History of Orange 
Did you know that Orange itself has a surprising history that many would not be aware of? 
The first discoveries of payable gold were actually found at Ophir, on the NSW Central 
tablelands near Orange, followed then by Ballarat and Bendigo, Victoria. 

In April 1851, gold-seekers from around the world began flooding into the colonies, changing 
the course of Australian history. The gold rushes expanded Australia’s population, boosted its 
economy and led to the emergence of a new national identity. 

In 1851, it was Edward Hargraves utilising his experience in the goldfields of California, who 
found a few specks of gold at Ophir. At this time Hargraves was with John Lister and also the 
Tom brothers: William, James and Henry; whom he had taught panning and how to build a 
gold cradle or gold-washing machine. It was Hargraves though, who officially claimed the 
reward for the discovery of gold. By May 1851, the first major gold rush in Australia began, 
with hundreds of miners flocking to Ophir.  

Orange today is the home to the modern Cadia Valley Operations, one of Australia’s largest 
gold and copper mines. Although the gold rush is over, you can still visit the Ophir reserve to 
see the remains of the old mines, or even try your luck panning for gold in Summer Hill 
Creek.  

Accommodation for the Concours 
There are only four king rooms remaining of the 60, at the Mercure Orange. There are 8 
rooms remaining at the Caleula Orange. As our Concours is being held during the Orange 
Wine Festival, accommodation will become more scarce in the coming months. So if you 
haven’t booked here or elsewhere, please do so quickly. 

Unexpected Venue Change - Sunday Farewell Lunch 
We have had an unexpected change of venue for the Sunday Concours Farewell Lunch. It 
will now be at The Wentworth Orange, in the private function room of the golf club. It is a 
stunning new building, rebuilt after a 2019 fire, set high on a hill with a balcony and expansive 
views across the golf course.

After an online entry is 
completed, the information is entered onto a spreadsheet and a summary cost of your entry 
along with payment details to the TR Register, will be emailed to you. Thank you Colin 
Baldock for this. Both the treasurer and myself are then able to monitor the progress of 
entries.

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Saturday Concours at Robertson Park 
If you are entering the Concours on Saturday, the following information will assist.  

To be eligible for the Saturday concours, entrants need be a financial TR Register member 
owning a Triumph Sidescreen or Derivative vehicle. There are different entry requirements 
for each category. 

Concours Entry Categories - Know Your Class 

Eligibility to enter the Concours 

Entrants must be a financial TR Register member owning a Triumph Sidescreen or Derivative 
vehicle. Note: Judging does not constitute approval of the roadworthiness of any 
modifications. 

Categories 

1. Originality Class is the highest category judged class for Sidescreen TRs. Vehicles 
entered should be faithful to the original production vehicle.  
They are judged on: 

   (i) cleanliness,  
   (ii) condition and  
   (iii) originality of all aspects including the body, bright work, interior, weather   
   gear, underside, boot, spare wheel compartment and tools.  
 Wet Weather Gear must be fitted in position for judging.  

 There will be no penalty for: 
• seatbelts 
• radial tyres 
• or any other items that were factory listed options when the cars were 

produced. 

2. Excellence in Presentation Class is a judged class for Sidescreen TRs where 
vehicles entered must retain the visual look and philosophy of the original Sidescreen 
model, as well as exhibiting a high level of maintenance and preparation.   

  Any Sidescreen TR may be entered in this class with the judges scoring  
(i) cleanliness and  
(ii) condition and will not include the underbody.  
Points will not be deducted for a limited number of modifications,  
as listed prior to the event.  

3.  Road Class is a judged class where vehicles entered must retain the philosophy of the 
  original Sidescreen TRs and exhibit a high level of maintenance and        
  preparation.  Points will not be deducted for modifications provided such      
  modifications  retain the overall shape, general     appearance, drive train and 
design basics of the    original car.   

Entrants will be judged with equal emphasis on  
(i) cleanliness and (ii) condition.   

Rack and pinion steering, brake boosters, rollbars, mildly uprated suspensions, 72 
spoke or alloy wheels, additional “period” instruments, improved seating, alloy rocker 
covers/sumps, “period” engine modifications, full synchro Triumph gearboxes etc are 
permissible.  

Judging will not include underbody and boot/spare wheel compartment.

  They are judged on (i) cleanliness, (ii) condition and (iii) all aspects including the   
 body, bright work, interior, weather gear, underside, boot, spare wheel compartment  
 and tools.   

  There will be no penalty for:  
• seatbelts  
• radial tyres, and  
•  any other items that were factory listed options when the vehicles were produced. 

5.  Competition Class is for Sidescreen TRs or Derivatives that are used, or have    
  been used, in competition. Vehicles can be road registered or full track-racing cars.  
  These vehicles are judged on their cleanliness, condition, competition history and   
  suitability. Cars must have a Triumph Sidescreen drive train.  

6.   Restoration Class is for Sidescreen TRs or Derivatives that are under restoration,   
  providing inspiration to members restoring vehicles and opportunities to give or    
  receive restoration advice. 

7.   Display Class is a general category for Sidescreen TRs, that is not judged. Apart   
  from a wash, vehicles are not expected to be specially prepared in this category. 

It will be important to remember your category entry for the Concours at Robertson Park on 
Saturday. Timing of entry per category to the park will be tightly managed to ensure smooth 
access both into the CBD and to the park itself.  
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I have organised the Wednesday run to Bathurst. Firstly we’ll visit the National Motor Racing 
Museum. You pay at the venue, currently $9 concession and $13 adult entry. Then it’s a 
drive around the famous Mount Panorama street circuit.  

From there we’re on to the heritage Abercrombie House, a 50 room Scottish baronial 
mansion that’s almost 150 years old. The house is the family of the Morgans who are also 
known for maintaining classic vehicles, including Austin Sheerlines. They regularly host car 
clubs and other events and have already suggested we park the cars on the rise, in a big 
curve in front of the house, for excellent photo opportunities including drone shots. 

We’ll have a house and garden tour, with a garden party lunch, all for $40pp. If the weather is 
inclement we’ll lunch on the veranda or if the weather is worse, we’ll dine in the grandeur of 
the ballroom.

The TR Register was established in 1976 
after meetings of Sidescreen TR owners 
concerned about spare parts becoming 
unavailable. Triumph weren’t supporting 
importation of early model Triumph parts.  

It was in 1976, sidescreen owners were in 
TSOA which wasn’t able to be involved in 
parts supply, so it was decided to start the 
Register based on similarly named clubs 
in other countries. Becoming a club, 
members joined up and the identity of the 
Register commenced. Gradually this 
meant regalia started being made to 
reinforce that identity. 

The first logo was introduced in 1982 
and organised by Shirley Pitman. It was 
circular with the club name and a red 
Sidescreen TR. Having three models, it 
was designed in a way without choosing 
one model. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
 

In 1993, a second logo was introduced. 
It more graphic than the first logo, with 
the side view of the car and simply stated 
TR REGISTER AUSTRALIA. The car 
was red and a dark green background. It 
was first shown at the concours at 
Batemans Bay.

The third logo was enhanced from the second 
logo in 2009 by Noel Schmidt. This upgrade 
certainly has been something our club has used 
for many years, proudly representing our club 
and members since.
